®= Planners rejected seven other routes for the Milwaukee Streetcar before settling on the current plan,
environmental documents show. The $64.6 Million streetcar line’s initial route would link the lower east side to the
downtown Amtrak/Greyhound station. It would be funded by $54.9 Million in long-idle federal transit aid and $9.7
million in tax-incremental financing, rider fares, parking fees and sponsorships will cover the $2.65 million annual
operating cost. Learn More>>>

= 32 Ways of Looking at Unemployment, in One Chart! In this chart created by NPR’s Planet Money team allows
you to explore the difference between age and education in detail. You can see how the unemployment rate has
changed over time for different groups of people. While the rate varies from group to group, the same trend holds
constant for almost everyone: Unemployment shot way up in 2008 and 2009 and is still far higher then it was before
the recession.

=  Metro area existing home sales in the Metro Milwaukee area rose 24.3% last month. Realtors sold 1,044 homes
in October 2011, compared with 840 in October 2010, according to Metro MLS Inc. However, the comparison may be
skewed because last year’s federal homebuyer tax incentive program pulled many 2010 home sales into the first part
of 2011, leading to a drop-off in home buying afterwards. Mike Ruzicka, president of the Greater Milwaukee
Association of Realtors, said the housing market is still bouncing along the bottom, but he was encouraged by the
October sales figures. Learn More>>>

= New Public Policy Report available. In 2006 the Public Policy Forum suggested that a comprehensive economic
plan was needed to mobilize the city’s business, community, and public sector leaders behind a unified agenda. Five
years later, those leaders now appear fully mobilized. City government recently completed a comprehensive plan to
guide policy, land use, and development decisions — the first such plan to cover every square mile of Milwaukee. In
this report, the Forum re-examines Milwaukee’s economic development landscape.
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Common Ground marks first sale of foreclosed, rehabbed house. Brenda Washington has moved into a restored,
previously foreclosed home in the Sherman Park neighborhood of Milwaukee. And is the first homeowner to do so as
part of the “Milwaukee Rising” project, spearheaded by the community group Common Ground. Common Ground
plans to rehab 100 foreclosed and vacant houses in Sherman Park over the next four years and sell them to qualified
buyers. Its part of an effort to revitalize an area that's been hit hard by the foreclosure crisis. Learn More>>>

Milwaukee 7 makes bid for W Solar plant...Wausau is competing not just with Eau Claire to land a valuable, high-
tech manufacturing center planned for the state, but also with Milwaukee and other Wisconsin municipalities.
Milwaukee 7, a regional economic development group charged with the task of attracting new businesses to the
Milwaukee area, was in touch early this year with California-based W Solar, which plans to relocate to Wisconsin and
create more than 600 jobs by 2015, according to emails between company leaders and state officials obtained by the
Wausau Daily Herald through open records law.
